From the Pastor’s Desk

Dear friends in Christ;

And so I am in the middle of family members visiting from the East
Coast. Two sisters, the oldest and the youngest with their children,
come for a week or two every summer, usually at different times.
My oldest sister just went back to Maryland last Friday after
visiting for a week and I am going to pick up my youngest sister on
Tuesday at the MSP airport. So for the next two weeks I will be
going up to Proctor, MN for Sunday afternoon through Wednesday.
